Vote No on Proposition 76

The California State PTA has recommended a no vote on Proposition 76.
The state PTA has not taken a position on any other ballot measure.
Proposition 76 proposes to change via constitutional amendment the way the
budget could be balanced and the way public services including education
are funded. Under Proposition 76 our schools would permanently lose the $4
billion currently owed and guaranteed by Proposition 98 (the 1988
constitutional amendment that is the current law that allows funds to be
“borrowed” from education in years where revenue is low, but must be paid
back when the economy is again strong). Passage of Proposition 76 would
suspend the repayment process which translates to about $600 less per pupil
per year. Proposition 76 would allow the governor to cut educational
funding even mid-year if tax revenues were below targets. He would need
no approval from the legislature to do this. There would be no public
oversight for his actions. Proposition 76 eliminates very important fiscal
checks and balances in the budget process.

Remember that one of the philosophies outlined in our state constitution is
that education is an area that has priority when it comes to tax dollars. Prop
76 is not necessary. In 1988 the people voted to enact a law that allows both
flexibility and some stability for educational spending. Remember, too, that
the governor already has a line item veto, the power to call a special session
and the power to veto legislation that calls for new spending. For more

Surely every generation of
parents thinks, at some point, that
their teenagers are speaking a
completely different language,
foreign to anyone over 25 and
lacking any sort of dictionary.
Listening to teenagers while
they’re talking to their friends,
instant messaging, texting, etc.,
many parents are hard-pressed to
keep up with the spelling, let
alone the subject matter.
